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Dr. Lockwood has a doctorate in psychology from Washington University in St. Louis.  He was 
Assistant Professor in the psychology departments of the State University of New York at Stony Brook 
and Washington University.  Prior to joining the ASPCA as Senior Vice President for Anti-Cruelty 
Initiatives and Legislative Services in 2005, Dr. Lockwood was vice president for research and 
educational outreach for the Humane Society of the United States. He co-edited Cruelty to Animals  and 
Interpersonal Violence (1998).  He also authored Animal Cruelty Prosecution: Opportunities for Early 
response to Crime and Interpersonal Violence (2006) and co-authored Forensic Investigation of Animal 
Cruelty: A Guide for Veterinary and Law Enforcement Professionals (2006).
